more than 58,000 members of the United States Armed Forces lost their lives and more than 300,000 were wounded in Vietnam; and

our soldiers served honorably and bravely in Vietnam, and unfortunately, they arrived home to a country in political turmoil, and never received the recognition they deserved; and
Whereas,
March 30th marks the anniversary of the date the final combat troops left Vietnam in 1973; and
Whereas,
Northeastern State University will host a reception and an Information Open House, commemorating this date, at Blackfox-Hartness American Legion Post 135, located at 1390 North Legion Road in Tahlequah with a certified Service Officer available to help with Veterans’ claims and information on a wide variety of Veterans’ opportunities.
